KH has heard a rumour that if new school is not on Highfield site SWERDA will pull its finance of £400,000, HECP not able to comment on this.  The original plan saw everything being based on Torridge Way, and as that was the plan SWERRDA will only support development of that area.

This is the result of consultation that took place 10 years ago following the completion of questionnaires and that remains the focus.  Can only spend the money in close proximity to Church.

The cost of the new school is twice the cost of any other school in Plymouth as it will accommodate not only the school but also nursery and community centre.

The education department along with the Finance department will make the final decision on the new school, £12 million investment in new school.

106 money will be invested in improving facilities of sports field etc.
