The Heart of Efford Community Partnership (HECP),

now in our fourth year, has recently become a
Community Interest Company (CIC) a registered
Company, Limited by Guarantee, established for the
benefit of the Community.

This gives a legal status, enabling us to apply more

effectively for grant funding, to hold assets, and take
on our own employees - our Object being unchanged:

“To further the interests
and improve the quality
of life of all who live or
work in the Efford
Neighbourhood.”

A CIC is legally required
to plough back into the
community any ‘profits’
or surplus assets, and no
member or director may
receive any personal
benefits.

Membership of the Partnership is still open and free
to everyone who lives or works in the Efford
Neighbourhood. The former HECP Constitution has
been incorporated essentially unchanged into the
new Memorandum and Articles of Association
required for a registered company.

The business of the Partnership is conducted by an
elected Committee (Directors now) chosen by the
Membership at the HECP Annual General Meeting.

HECP Arts Programme 2009-2010: “Take A Part”

Efford has just been awarded a grant of £69,750 from the Arts Council of England
with matched funding of £41,750 from the Building Communities initiative, RiO
(Creative Partnerships) and the Public Health Development Unit, (Plymouth NHS).

With a total of £111 500 HECP is about to begin a new two-year programme of Art
in the Public Realm following earlier small-scale projects in the area. Remember
Cleo Broda, Anna Hart, Jayne Murray, Anne-Marie Culhane and the team from
Lipson Community College? (Remind yourself at our website: www.hecp.org.uk.)

This programme builds on what has gone before, with the appointment of a
co-ordinating ‘Community Curator’ who will commission and oversee a variety of
separate projects. These will be built around the ongoing regeneration and
development process, and with social and environmental concerns of the area,
engaging with members of all ages in the local community. Work with young people
will continue to be a priority. A permanent ‘work of art’ is to be commissioned as
part of the Green Spaces strategy and Torridge Way developments, and a
sustainable community project is planned associated with public health concerns.
